Peace Pond

Thank you so much for volunteering to help tend our Peace Pond and Butterfly - Hummingbird garden this summer!


To tend the garden, you will need to:



1.  Pull unsightly weeds



2.  Cut back dead flowers



3.  Water the garden as needed (see attached)



4.  Refill the hummingbird feeder (see attached)



5.  Refill the other bird feeders located around the garden 



     and school grounds. (see attached)

6. Pick up litter


To tend the pond, you will need to:



1.  Remove debris from the pond surface using a net



2.  Remove spent blossoms from the pond plants



3.  Top off the water (1 inch or less only) if needed



4.  Feed the fish (see attached)


Supplies will be located in the utility shed opposite the Peace Pond and in the garage.  The keys for the utility shed and the garage are in a lock box located on the wall next to the utility shed.  Please be sure to return the keys to the lock box at the end of your week.    A box labeled “Peace Pond”, containing supplies, will be located in the utility shed along with a pond net, sprinkler etc.  You will find a journal in this box also.  Please write observations and experiences in the Peace Pond journal.  We enjoy reading these in the fall, to the other students. Please place any debris in the trashcan located next to the utility shed.

Watering the Garden


Please use the faucet by the convent door.  There is a hose next to the utility shed and a sprinkler in the utility shed for your use.  Watering will depend on the weather. 
The garden has newly established plants.  Watering is very important. 

Deep soakings are best!

Feeding the Fish


The fish can be fed daily, a few times a week or once a week.  A rule of thumb is to feed the fish only what they can eat within 5 minutes.  Please remove any excess food left after 5 -10 minutes.  Floating Pond Stix can be found in the Peace Pond box.

Bird feeders  (3)


The deluxe combination bird seed is stored, in a large garbage can, in the garage.  


Two feeders are located in front of school, one under the sixth grade windows and one under the fifth grade windows.  These need to be filled with deluxe combination seed.  


One feeder is located in the Peace Pond area.  This one is on the pole and needs to be filled with deluxe combination seed also.  


Feeding the Hummingbirds - red (begins around April 1 & stops by Sept 15)

 Do not fill the hummingbird feeders to capacity.  It is healthier to fill the feeders partially and more often.
PLEASE BE CAREFUL WHEN WALKING ON THE STONES AROUND THE POND.
